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Policy


ADMINISTRATIVE LEEWAY IN ABSENCE OF BOARD POLICY
In cases where immediate action must be taken within the school system when the Haworth Board of Education has provided no guidelines for administrative action, the superintendent/principal shall have the power to act, but his/her decisions shall be subject to review by the board at its next regular meeting.

It shall be the duty of the superintendent/principal to inform the board promptly of such action and of the need for policy. 
The superintendent/principal shall have the authority to act promptly when a situation presents potential danger to a student(s), staff or the property of the district. This authority includes but is not limited to any of the following situations: 
A. The need to suspend or expel a student(s); 
B. Intervention when discipline is necessary; 
C. Responding to the threat of violence or vandalism; 
D. Contacting law enforcement when weapons and other dangerous implements are suspected or detected; 
E. Responding to accidents; 
F. Ensuring that procedural safeguards are followed if students are questioned or apprehended by law enforcement; 
G. Ensuring that search and seizure policy is followed with due consideration to the memorandum of agreement with local law enforcement authorities; and 
H. Implementing the district’s emergency and disaster preparedness plan. 

I. Assuring pupil safety in general; 

The superintendent/principal shall inform the board of decisions made in response to emergency situations as soon as the incident has been resolved. The superintendent/principal is authorized to close the schools or delay the opening of the schools in the case of inclement weather or other emergencies.
