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Policy


MONEY IN SCHOOL BUILDINGS
All funds from athletic events or other activities of pupil organizations collected by school district employees and by pupil treasurers under the auspices of the Haworth Board of Education shall be handled and accounted for pursuant to prudent business procedures and rules of the state board of education.

The superintendent/principal or his or her designee shall be responsible for the receipt and deposit of all funds collected in his/her school and shall administer an accounting system for all such moneys.  Funds collected from members of the community for school plays and/or athletic activities shall be given to the superintendent/principal or his/her designee on the day/night of the event.

In no case shall money be left overnight in the school except in the school safe provided for safekeeping of valuables.

Lost money shall be replaced by the person responsible.
