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Policy


NONINSTRUCTIONAL AIDES
The Haworth Board of Education, within its financial means, may hire aides as recommended by the superintendent/principal.  The purpose of hiring noninstructional aides shall be to enhance the overall educational experience for Haworth School’s pupils.  This shall include that which takes place in the classroom as well as that which occurs during lunch, in play areas and other parts of the school day.
It is the responsibility of the classroom teacher to plan for any teacher aide's constructive involvement with the class.  The primary benefit must be to the pupils.

Lunchroom and playground aides shall be under the supervision of appropriate certified personnel.

All aide job descriptions must be approved by the Executive County Superintendent.  All noninstructional aides shall be required to comply with the provisions of the law regarding health examinations and criminal history checks.
